It is the law in Ontario for recreational sleds* using
OFSC Prescribed Trails to have and display a valid
Snowmobile Trail Permit. Fines for failure to comply
range from a minimum of $200 to a maximum of
$1,000.

*exemptions or partial exemptions apply for specific user
groups. Note: When riding in Quebec, an FCMQ Trail
Permit is required.

Buy where you ride!

“Buy Where You Ride” is promoted by the Ontario
Federation of Snowmobile Clubs (OFSC) as a reminder
to each snowmobiler that they should purchase their
trail permit from the club that maintains the trails they
ride the most often. It's your ticket to ride Ontario’s
49,000 km/30,000 mi of groomed snowmobile trails.
“Buy Where You Ride” is a basic principle of the
OFSC user pay system that says: Pay your money to
the club that gets your traffic; invest your permit
money on the trails you use the most. It's only fair to
the club and you will feel the difference too! Before
coming east, order your OFSC Trail Permit by:
